Louverture Films partners with progressive 
filmmakers and producers around the world 
and particularly from the global South. 

The screening is presented in partnership with the Annenberg Center for the Performing Arts, the 
Department of Fine Arts and the Howard A. Silverstein and Patricia Bleznak Silverstein Photography 
Lecture Series in the School of Design, and the Cinema & Media Studies Program and the Center 
for Africana Studies in the School of Arts and Sciences at the University of Pennsylvania.
